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             Stick rubber pads to the underside of the roof brackets. Secure the roof brackets to the vehicles fixing points using locking clamps, M6x30 hex bolts 
             and M6 flange nuts. The locking clamps have a cut out on the bottom flange which slots into the fixing post.

2             Loosely secure roof bars to the roof brackets using M8x55 coach bolts and M8 
             flange nuts.

             Place the assembly into the roller. Slide the roller onto the spigot fitted in step 12
 and drop the other end into position. Tighten using the supplied tool (ME0182).

Ensure that the shakeproof is on the inside of the 
 roller bracket and that the spigot sits flush / straight. Tighten using the supplied tool.
